Introduction

This document is aimed at helping CPRE branch volunteers responding to Local Development Framework (LDF) consultations to understand more about the regional policies which affect local planning and how to promote CPRE objectives through the LDF process.
For each of nine numbered issues (e.g. 3. Housing numbers), it summarises:

· CPRE position or policy on that issue

· The relevant regional policy 
· What local planning authorities are required to do under the regional policy (Caution: the policy is paraphrased/abbreviated and it is recommended actual policy wording is checked)
· What issues to check and what questions to ask when responding to consultations
· Evidence or examples of best practice to cite in support of CPRE’s position.
Hierarchy of national, regional and local planning

The figure below shows the hierarchy of statutory plans affecting Local Development Frameworks. 
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Status of Regional Plan

The current Regional Spatial Strategy (RSS) or Regional Plan was published in March 2009.
 It is currently undergoing a partial review and is in a state of flux. After March 2010 the East Midlands Regional Assembly (EMRA), the regional planning body which prepares and reviews the Regional Plan will be abolished. After March 2010 the East Midlands Development Agency (EMDA) and a new body, the Regional Leaders’ Board, will have joint responsibility for a new regional plan which will be called the Single Integrated Regional Strategy (SIRS). This strategy will also incorporate the Regional Economic Strategy. An added layer of uncertainty is the outcome of the general election before June 2010 and the future of any regional planning. However, for the next 6 months at least, the policies in the Regional Plan (together with national policy) are the basis for local planning. 
Status of Local Development Frameworks (LDFs)
The figure below shows the various stages in the development of the core strategy for an LDF. Local authorities throughout the region are at various stages but most have, or are developing, preferred options and are not expected to publish their final core strategies until the end of 2010 or 2011. 
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Relationship between sub-areas, HMAs and Districts

For the purposes of regional planning the East Midlands is divided into 5 sub-areas which link areas with similar social, economic, environmental and planning requirements. A map of the sub-areas can be found in the Regional Key Diagram (pp6) of the Regional Plan. The sub-areas are further divided into 11 Housing Market Areas (HMAs). The HMAs consists of a group of local authority areas and reflects how particular housing markets and local economies operate.

 1. Spatial development and efficient use of land
CPRE Position or Policy

Policy on brownfield land (2008). CPRE supports a ‘brownfield first, greenfield last’ strategy as a general principle. However, just because a site is brownfield does not mean it should necessarily be developed. CPRE supports the principle of ‘plan, monitor, manage’, rather than predict and provide.
Policy on sustainable development (2006). CPRE supports improving appreciation of environmental limits when identifying the 'environmental capacity' of an area or resource.

(3) Distribution of new development (pp22)
No specific policy on density or use of Previously Developed Land (PDL) but see paragraphs 3.1.19-3.1.22 (pp47). Refer also to national Planning Policy Statements (PPS) (see appendix 1).
What are Local Authorities required to do under the RSS policy(ies)?

Under (3) concentrate development in Principal Urban Areas (PUAs), growth towns and Sub-Regional Centres. Development for rural areas also provided for.

Regional target of 60% additional dwellings on PDL or through conversions.

Density – use  PPS3 housing density of 30 dwellings per hectare (net) as a minimum guide.

Things to check/Questions to ask
1. Local authority statistics on PDL and housing density
 
2. What % of new development will be on PDL? (CPRE recommends 80%)
3. Windfall contributions in recent years?
4. Whether the Strategic Housing Land Availability Assessment (SHLAA) includes windfalls and if not, what difference would this make to amount of greenfield land allocated?

5. How will the proposed release of greenfield sites affect brownfield viability?

6. Whether environmental capacity was considered in spatial planning?

Evidence or best practice to cite

CPRE, 2008, Family Housing – the Power of Concentration - shows how it is possible to build good quality, attractive housing for family in urban areas at densities which are sufficient to support local amenities and services ands sustain local economic vitality.

CPRE, 2009, Brownfield Market Signals - the release of an excess of building land is likely to lead to the development of the most attractive greenfield sites first. Brownfield Market Signals explores how greenfield land supply with planning permission affects the viability of brownfield development in nine local authority areas, including Corby and Leicester. Brownfield viability appears to be worst affected in areas which have significantly more greenfield than brownfield land supply.
CPRE, 2008,The Proximity Principle - shows that compact cities, towns and villages produce the best social, economic and environmental outcomes.  Bringing people and services closer together means greater social contact and connectivity, less distance to travel and less dependence on the car, and is more efficient in land and energy. Proximity involves creating clusters of people, not about concentrating people into cities.

Policy on sustainable development (2006). The health, quality and integrity of the environment are fundamental to the existence of the economy and to both public and individual well-being. CPRE supports a strong environmental interpretation of sustainable development. Recommends improving appreciation and definition of environmental limits when identifying the 'environmental capacity' of an area or resource.

CPRE Policy or Position

CPRE wants to raise awareness about the loss of landscape character and demonstrate what can be done to prevent further loss and, wherever possible, recover and enhance local distinctiveness.

CPRE Policy or Position

Policy on Energy (2009) - CPRE believes the Government should prioritise measures to curb the growth in energy demand, encourage energy efficiency, promote a wider range of renewable technologies and ensure that new energy generation is lower carbon.
Policy on onshore wind turbines (2009) - While wind energy can make an important contribution to tackling climate change, CPRE believes this should not come at the expense of the beauty, character and tranquillity of rural England. We assess wind turbine proposals for their potential impact on the landscape, taking account of their cumulative impact, and strongly resist those whose impact we consider to be unacceptable.

Commercial buildings to meet BREEAM Excellent standards

Residential homes to meet Code Level 4 or above of the Code for Sustainable Homes by 2011 (same timetable for private developers as that for housing associations) .

Most Merton style policies require 10% energy from renewables. Oxford City Council policy is 20%.

9. Transport

CPRE Policy and Position

Policy on transport (2008) - Cars have opened up opportunities for living and working in rural areas and for visiting the countryside. These increased opportunities come at a cost, however: speeding traffic, noise, pollution and new roads threaten the landscape and character of rural areas. A new approach to transport policy is necessary.
Policy on roads and bypasses (2008) - new roads may bring short-term relief, but the cost to the countryside can be unacceptably high. They rarely solve underlying problems, and new schemes should only be considered as a last resort. CPRE believes there are better solutions to our transport problems. The Government should pursue policies that reduce the need to travel, especially by car, and promote attractive alternative transport solutions.

Implement measures for behavioural change to encourage reduction in need to travel – coordinated with LDFs and Local Transport Plans

What are Local Authorities required to do under the RSS polices?

Under SRS1 the majority of development to be concentrated at the Northampton Implementation Area (NIA) and neighbouring growth towns of Corby, Kettering and Wellingborough. Housing targets up to 2026 are provided in 5-year phases for each local authority area.

Under SRS2 housing targets for the NIA to be delivered through urban regeneration and new SUEs, integrated with public transport. Joint working on core strategies is required. The LDDs need to meet a number of sustainability criteria set out in the policy. 
Under SRS3 Northampton Borough Council to prepare an LDD for the area with an emphasis on specified issues

Under SRS2 a comprehensive review of the most sustainable locations for growth within Nottingham Core HMA and Hucknall required, including locations within the Green Belt. This review needs to have regard for level of growth, sustainable development principles, PPG2 and defensible boundaries for green Belt.
Under SRS3: housing targets within the different districts are specified up to 2026

Under SRS5 for major development proposals need to provide enhanced and new GI with specified strategic priority locations, including the National Forest.

Under SRS2 retail development should be located in or on the edge of specified town centres
Under SRS3 LDFS should ensure employment development does not intrude into Green Belt and Green Wedges

Under SRS4 LDFs should identify where the greatest public benefit is to be gained through enhancement of green infrastructure

SRS1 specifies measures to strengthen Lincoln’s role as a PUA. General measures include promoting use of PDL; specific measures include construction of eastern and southern by-passes.
SRS2 gives order of preference for site selection for new development in Lincoln Policy area with Central Lincoln top priority. PDL should be considered before Greenfield sites.

Under SRS3 Lincoln’s urban fringe should be protected through designation of Green Wedges.
Under SRS4 LDFs should make provision for ~25,170 new dwellings in Lincoln Policy Area between 2006-2026, of which 19,800 in and adjoining Lincoln PUA

Under SRS5 LDFs should ensure higher density employment-generating new development is located within Central Lincoln

Under SRS6 LDFs should promote Lincoln for tourist, cultural and educational development

Under SRS7 LDFs should address deprivation and exclusion through various measures

Under SRS8 there should be coordinated infrastructure provision for water and flood risk management and LDFs should use best available information when making decisions on new development

Under SRS 9 LDFs should promote development of a sub-regional Country Park 

Under SRS10 development which will affect views of Lincoln Cathedral will not be permitted

Under SRS11 LDFs (and other strategies) should reduce negative effects of traffic, promote public transport, cycling and walking etc
